Asphalt Roofing Checklist:

The following checklist includes some of the scope found in the adopted International Residential Code 2012. No amendments to this code with regards to roofing have been made. Please follow all manufacture instructions and where manufacture instructions are less restrictive, the code shall prevail. 
□	Many of the homes hit by the storm are not a sheathed deck: meaning they are not dimensional lumber of 1x6‘s or 1x12’s. Based on the shingle manufacture installation instructions for nail patterns, this will be a case by case determination  to insure all nails used for securing shingles will be in contact with sheathing. 
□	Ice and Water shield is not required within the city limits based on average mean January temperature. Ice and water shield is required 36” in the valley or  #90 lb felt IRC 905.2.8.2.. It is recommended, especially when attic insulation levels are low.
□	Drip edge is required on all eaves and rakes IRC R905.2.8.5.
□	Step flashing is required at changes in slope or direction, or at wall and roof intersections. Replacement is required if the system is damaged, rusted, or deteriorated.
□	Roof attics must be ventilated IRC R806

□	All fasteners are to be corrosion resistant and minimum of 12 Ga. nails. IRC 905.2.5


Inspections:
□	Sheathing Inspection: To be completed with a representative on site with proper access to roof by an extension ladder, no A-frame or 3 legged ladders. This inspection reviews the condition of sheathing, nail patterns, proper ventilation, underlayment, and drip edge.

□	Final Inspection: No ladders or representatives need to be present unless the project is commercial or a multistory home with a difficult vantage point from the road or alley way. 
□	Same day inspections must be called in before 8:00 am if the schedules will allow. Otherwise, inspections will need to be scheduled the next buisness day.
