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SIGN PERMITS
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When do I need a Permit for a Sign?

All Signs installed in the City of Sheridan require a Building Permit.

(Painting, Repainting, Cleaning Advertising Structures or Changing the Advertising Copy/Message Do Not require a Permit unless the Structure is Changed.)
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How do I apply for a Sign Permit?

If you would like to install a Sign it is recommended that before you apply for a Permit, you should contact the Planning Department to verify the size and type of Signs that are allowed for your property.

To Apply for a Sign Permit you will need to provide the following information:


1) A Completed Building Permit Application

2) A dimensioned Site Plan showing the proposed location of the Sign on the Building 
    and/or Lot.

3) A dimensioned scale drawing of the sign, including the method of attachment to the 
    Building or if installed directly in the ground a foundation design is required.
    ( Elevated Signs require an Engineered design by a Wyoming Licensed Engineer)

4) For Wall Mounted Signs, an Elevation drawing showing the Sign location and the 
    dimensions of the Wall each sign will be mounted on. 

5) For Signs with Electrical, a design showing Disconnecting means, Grounding, Rating
    and Number of Branch Circuits, Name Plate information showing Manufacturer,  
    Input Ratings for Amperage and Voltage.
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All Sign Installers must have a Current City of Sheridan Contractor's License.
For Signs with Electrical Installers must be either a Licensed Electrician or have a Low-Voltage Electrical License.
